+ Once the video is uploaded, you will be notified
and given a link to view entries.

Who receives awards?

Every high school that earns more than
800 points will receive the 2011-2012
Fairchild Challenge Award. Participating
students and teachers also receive
Fairchild Challenge T-shirts (featuring the
winning design of the T-shirt Design
Option). The three top-scoring schools are
awarded $1,000 (1st), $500 (2nd), and
$250 (3rd) to support environmental
programs and initiatives at their school.

Who evaluates the entries?
Thanksgiving Point assembles a team of
judges including professionals in various
fields from throughout Utah to evaluate
submitted entries.

How are points awarded?
Students (individually or in groups)
produce a final product according
to Fairchild Challenge guidelines.
Each school submits its top entries
to Thanksgiving Point.

Thanksgiving Point will review entries for
adherence to the Fairchild Challenge
guidelines. Entries will then be submitted
to a team of expert judges that award
points according to a pre-determined
rubric. All Challenge option points are
accumulated and put towards each
schools total. Total number of points

determines the winning schools.

How many options can our school
participate in?

As many (or as few) as you wish. Schools
should encourage as many students as
possible to attempt each option, or
multiple Challenge options. We encourage
schools to submit the maximum number
of entries for each Challenge option. We
suggest that each school forms a screen-
ing committee, including students, to
select the best entries for submission to
The Fairchild Challenge at Thanksgiving
Point. Keep in mind that a school must
receive 800 points to receive The
Fairchild Challenge Award.

Is assistance available for
materials and supplies?

Pending availability, assistance is avail-
able to schools needing materials and
supplies to complete Challenge options.
“Option Challenge Guides,”

that will be available to download, will
provide suggestions and helpful hints
for teachers in completing each option.
Assistance is provided based on demon-
strated need.
